3. Describe how your proposed paper will satisfy the following selection criteria (up to 200 words per criterion): 

(i) relevance of your project to the field of acoustics and vibrations;

(iii) identifiable national benefits (for example, social, economic and/or environmental contributions) that may arise from your project.

Note: Assessment of the travel award is primarily based on the ability of your application to address these selection criteria.
4. Provide a one page CV including qualifications, current research program and list of any publications to date.  Include a copy of your student card.
