AAS NSW Travel Award for an Early Career Researcher in Acoustics to attend ACOUSTICS 2017, Perth WA
The New South Wales Division of the Australian Acoustical Society (AAS) is offering up to two (2) awards for early career researchers (ECR) in acoustics to attend the Acoustics 2017 at the Pan Pacific Hotel, Perth, WA - 19-22 November, 2017.  Successful awardees will be required to provide a short report (up to 300 words) on their experiences at the Conference for the December 2017 issue of the Acoustics Australia journal.  
The award is open to all ECRs in acoustics who are AAS members of the NSW Division. If not already a member, the applicant must apply to become a member of the Australian Acoustical Society before submitting his/her application.  An ECR is a person who has completed his/her doctorate in acoustics in the past five years and is working in a research capacity in the field of acoustics.
The amount of each award is up to $1,750 and is to be spent towards the conference registration fee, travel to and from the conference venue, and accommodation.  
To apply for the award complete the following:

1. Complete the application form on the following page.

2. Provide an abstract (up to 200 words) of your proposed subject area.

3. Describe how your proposed paper will satisfy the following selection criteria (up to 200 words per criterion): 

(i) relevance of your project to the field of acoustics and vibrations; 
(ii) significance and innovation of your project, and 
(iii) identifiable national benefits (for example, social, economic and/or environmental contributions) that may arise from your project.

Note: Assessment of the travel award is primarily based on the ability of your application to address these selection criteria.
4. Provide a one page CV including qualifications, current work or research program and list of any publications to date. 
If an abstract has not been submitted to Acoustics 2017, an award may be granted if the applicant can (1) satisfy the selection requirements; and (2) will submit the abstract to Acoustics Australia for consideration.

The closing date for the applications is Friday 18 August. Late applications will not be considered.
